Vanderhoof Co-op Food Store is providing food to Autumn Services every second week. Have requested ability to transport frozen foods.
Council asked about the Co-op's expiry dates on their foods; it depends on the type of food, dairy isn't sustainable but vacuum-packed foods typically last longer.
